
Pirates men: Leo, Stick, Lynn, Joe, Chuck, Bill C.

Penguins men: Donnie, Joe N., Brian, Walt, Dave K., Harrison

Steelers men: Dave McK., Buzz, Mark D., Danny K., Tom P., Roger

Dear Hearts & Gentle People Parody

Start of announcements: chorus is whoopin’ it up, screaming and hollering for their favorite team. As the curtain rises, Don comes running across the stage, high-fiving the chorus.

When Don turns around and faces the audience, the chorus goes silent, listens to the pitch pipe and begins to hum the pitch. Tuning is on the “place” chord.

8-10: Hands in “victory” motions go up on the team names

12: Head, body drop in exasperation

15: two fingers towards the audience on “two”

28-29: emphasize NOT Pirates with gesture and volume

34-38: front row: hold your sports page, track your head left to read like you’re reading.

42: “Dream house” look at audience back left

“pose” - squeeze in like we’re taking the Stanley Cup photo

“Cheese” - put up your “We’re #1” finger, then wait & react to Donnie’s standing up bit.

65: Turn to basses during their solo

70: audience front

81: Overdo proud gestures

Finish: Start cheering immediately, easel / chart is revealed.

Mistakes:

1 - remove Pirates caps in mourning

8 - break between “have” and “The Show”, put air quotes around “The Show”

10 - “trends” - motion towards easel, stage left

15 - “winning years” - optimistic feel, optimistic motions

23 - start looking for the ball from the audience, chorus splits

24 - ball drops. Follow the up and down with head motions as per bass / bari swipe

29 - air quotes for “The Show” again

30 - heads move stage left to stage right to follow pitches for 3 strikes. Make whiff sound for each strike. After 3 strikes, bodies drop in defeat. Brian has his sound / line.

47 - two fingers in the air on “two”

55 - “they don’t have a clue” - turn to a buddy and lament

64 - “sealed” - put the “L” for loser on your forehead.

68 - “cry” - forearm to head in crying motion. Turn cry into two syllables: “cuh-” on the previous note, “rye” on the next note.

71 - phrase change in the music: “We could just die” in tenor, bari, bass.

End - leave stage dejected, consoling each other. Keep in character until you’re off stage. Don’t acknowledge the audience or wait for applause.
